e Separate oxygen and other oxidant gases from fuel-gas cylinders

e Close valves and secure caps when not in use

e Verify all cylinders are properly labeled

e Only transportin carts desighed for that purpose

e Ensure that the correct regulator is being used for the gas and
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e In an upright position
e Secured to permanent anchor
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e In a well-ventilated area away from
heat, electrical current, and high
